Vehicle Pursuits

In 2019 Department Officers engaged in 5 police vehicle pursuits. During a review of
these pursuits no Department policy were violated and offense reports were made on all
pursuits.

Report# 01-0407-19 on January 19™ at 20:32hrs Officer attempted to stop an vehicle
whose driver had hit-skipped another vehicle and the pursuit occurred on U.S.52 East
where speeds did not go over 40mph and the female driver finally pulled over after two
miles. The female driver was arrested for OVI and fleeing and eluding.

Report# 02-0714-19 on February 5™ at 19:51hrs Officer attempted to stop an vehicle after
registration check show the vehicle to be stolen. The pursuit started on Rt. 139 and went
for about 8 miles and the driver crashed and fled on foot. Officers searched the area and
could not find the driver.

Report# 05-24-19 on May 24™ at 00:44hrs Officer attempted to stop a motorcycle for
speeding and driver fled and would not stop. The pursuit went down Rt. 139 and the
driver abandons the motorcycle in the roadway and fled the scene on foot and got away.

Report# 05-2726-19 at 01:00hrs Officer attempted to stop a vehicle for a traffic violation
and the driver fled on Rt. 139 and after about three miles the driver stopped. The driver
was arrested for OVI and fleeing and eluding.

Report# 07-3942-19 at 15:23hrs Officer attempted to stop a wanted felon who was
fleeing from county probation officers. Suspect was wanted on a burglary that occurred
several hours earlier and the vehicle he was driving had been reported stolen. The pursuit
started on Rt. 139 and ended up in the county where the driver went down an dead end
county road and stopped and fled on foot into the woods. After a searched that lasted
several hours the suspect was located and arrested.
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
